Named after renowned philosopher- thinker, poet and sage, Vemana, Yogi Vemana University, was established in the year 2006, by an Act of A.P state legislature is a blessing and boon for the students and researchers of the backward Rayalseema region in general and Y.S.R Kadapa district in particular. The erstwhile Sri Venkateswara University Post Graduate Centre was elevated to a University with a humble and noble intention of providing a more conducive environment to impart value-based education and promote quality research and service. The university is committed to nurture and uphold healthy academic standards which contribute to the social, intellectual and moral development.
About Kadapa
Kadapa is geographically located in the centre of Rayalaseema and it has equal travel distance from Anantapur, Nellore, Chittoor and Kurnool. It is well connected by both rail and road. It stands on Chennai-Tirupati- Hyderabad-Bombay railway line and between Hyderabad-Chennai NH-18. The nearest airport is Renigunta (Tirupathi). During the month of March the temperature ranges between 25 to 350c. Owing to its location, the district head-quarters of YSR district (previously Cuddapah district) has been a hub for cultural activities and official purposes in Rayalaseema since British times. Once it was ruled by Sri Krishnadevaraya and it is the birth place of many eminent poets and also many visionaries like Late. Dr. Y.S. Rajasekhar Reddy. It is also known for its high quality Barites, Mica, Blackstone, Uranium and other mineral deposits.
About the Department
The Department of English was established in the year 2005 in the erstwhile SVUPG centre and after the establishment of the University in 2006; it has been strengthened by recruiting regular faculty. 

At present the Department has one Professor, one Associate Professor, three Assistant Professors and one Academic Consultant who are specialized in different areas like Language, Literature and Communication Skills. There are 20 regular and 20 self financed seats in the two year M .A. programme. The department proposes to setup a well – equipped multimedia English Language and Communication Laboratory with latest software.
